
Proposed Motion for discussion at the meeting of Ellesmere Rural Parish Council to be held on 
Monday 10th December 2018 regarding future Street Lighting provision

1.
Ellesmere Rural Parish Council has made efforts to secure funding from CIL Local Funds raised from developments that have taken place within the Parish and held by Shropshire Council in order to undertake a comprehensive street lighting improvement scheme for the benefit of residents. 

2.
As a consequence of the refusal by Shropshire Council to give proper consideration for the release of CIL Local funds to enable the restoration, replacement and upgrading of street lighting provided by Ellesmere Rural Parish Council, the Council has reviewed its future arrangements for the continued provision of street lighting within its boundary. 
3.
The Council has concluded that, Shropshire Council, as the principal lighting authority, by its decision to refuse the use of CIL Local funding for the Parish Street Lighting Scheme, must be indicating, despite its own Highways Department supporting the need for this lighting, that it does not consider it to be essential for the current street lighting be maintained, despite sections of the lighting within areas experiencing additional vehicular and pedestrian traffic due to completed CIL raising developments.

4.
Consequently, Ellesmere Rural Parish Council resolves as follows, effective from 1st April 2019;

4.1.
The Council will cease to maintain, provide, replace, repair or pay for the energy for the street lights which it currently provides along the principal roads through the Parish, i.e. B5068 and A495. (Lamp Nos. 1 – 6, 9 – 14, 22 – 26, 28 - 41, 62 – 69 plus X) 

Total Lights= 37 
4.2.
The Council will continue to maintain, provide, replace, repair and pay for the energy the street lights which it currently provides at the following locations;

Church Lane, Dudleston Heath (Lamp No. 1A)

Chestnut Avenure, Dudleston Heath (Lamp Nos.7 & 8)

Hill Park, Dudleston Heath (Lamp Nos. 15, 15A – 21 plus X)

Grapes Lane (Lamp No. 27)


Tetchill (Lamp Nos. 42 – 61)


Total Lights=33
5.
In deciding to cease the provision of street lights on the principal roads (B5068 and A495), the Council will give no less than 3 (three) months notice to Shropshire Council as the lighting authority of its decision and remind Shropshire Council, in the strongest of terms, that there are sections of road that will no longer be covered by Parish Council lighting on the principal roads which are regarded as accident hotspots and these have, in the past, included fatalities for pedestrians partly due to inadequate street lighting (subsequently improved by additional lighting provided by the Parish Council) and which will no longer be maintained.

6.
The Council will offer Shropshire Council the opportunity to assume responsibility for the street lights listed in Paragraph 4.1. above in their present condition and on the condition that any new, repaired and replacement lamps will be converted to LED lighting by Shropshire Council.

Explanatory Notes and References

1.
Parish Councils have the Power to light roads and public places (Parish Councils Act 1957, s.3; Highways Act 1980, s.301). However, it is not a Statutory requirement that they do so.

2.
“lighting authority” means a council or other body authorised to provide lighting under section 161 of the M2Public Health Act 1875 or under section 3 of the M3Parish Councils Act 1957 or any corresponding local enactment;

Shropshire Council website: “It should be noted that town and parish councils also have powers to install street lights. However, we have to approve any lights installed on the highway. Shropshire Council is responsible for Street Lighting on the B5068 from the centre of Ellesmere to the boundary with the Parish and within the adjoining St Martins Parish to the Boundary of the Parish.

Shropshire Council is responsible for Street Lighting on the A495 through the Town of Ellesmere and to a point beyond the Ellesmere Business Park within the Ellesmere Rural Parish
