Dudleston Heath


It was reported that a person is believed to be occupying a wooden shed on the corner of Eastwick Lane and Pentre Coed.  The shed is believed to have water and power but no sewerage connections.  Action: Clerk to report. 
A bump in the road by Gadlas Lodges was reported again. The uneven road surface is due to previous works carried out by Severn Trent.  Action: Clerk to report.

Flooding was reported from Old Cricket to New Cricket. 

Sandbags have been dumped in the hedge near Eastwick Lane following temporary sign removal.  

Road sinking issues reported again at the junction of Eastwick Lane and B5068. Cllr Ward to forward photos to the Clerk.

The Shellbrook Hill sign is still down in need of repair.  The 40mph sign in School Lane requires attention.

A car has been parked in the Pentre Morgan layby for 3.5 weeks. Dumping of horse muck in a ditch in Bryn Goleu Lane was reported. It is blocking a drain.

 Tetchill

A list of local issues was circulated having been sent by a resident. Cllr Swanston reported that she has inspected the area.  The Ellesmere to Tetchill road has been swept.   The new notice board posts are in and the roof is on. The slabs have been laid in preparation.  

Equipment for litter-picking has been requested with collection from Shropshire Council at an agreed date/place.   Clerk to investigate equipment provision from Shropshire Council and report back.  

It was noted that no repairs have been undertaken to the Tetchill to the Narrow Boat stretch of the Llangollen canal.  The route is in an appalling state. No response has ever been received from the C&R Trust.

The white road markings in Tetchill need replacement as they have been tarmacked over.  

A new gateway which was installed into a hedge is not visible and has caused a culvert to be blocked. This has been reported previously.
