Re-application.  Cllr Ward gave an overview.  Original application submitted prior to SAMDev being adopted.  S106 was not in place.  Re-submission. Position should be reasons for refusal in June are the same now.  Plot not an allocated site in the SAMDev process as it was not put forward.  New builds within Dudleston Heath and Dudleston are already over the specified allocated figures.  SAMDev has been found to be sound by the planning inspectorate following recent appeals.  5 yr housing land supply can be proven. Outside dev boundary and should be refused.  Cllr Ward proposed objecting on grounds outlined, seconded by Cllr Gargiulo all agreed. Shropshire Council to be informed.

Perhaps one wall backing onto housing might reduce noise.  Councillors considered the drawings to check distance between the yard and housing. Cllr Baker suggested canopy purpose to reduce environmental run off.    Construction of steel canopy – will it increase noise?  Cllr Ward prposed supporting the application with the recommendation that extra sound reducing measure implemented seconded by Cllr Bevan, all agreed. Shropshire Council to be informed.

Councillors discussed the scheme and agreed that more business should be sought and that employment area should not be reduced. Existing use warehouse and office.  Change of B1 and B8 to D1.  Does not comply with specifications for the business park under SAMDev.  Seconded by Cllr Baker, all agreed. Object.
