Police Report
Two PCOs attended the Meeting, warmly welcomed by the Councillors.  They confirmed that there has been one report of theft in the last month.  Speed monitoring checks are being carried out.  Councillors discussed their registration with the Safer Roads Partnership for training in the use of speed guns to enable more local checks and liaison with the Highways Dept to extend the 30mph limit.  The Police are holding regular events at Criftins Hall.  Poaching issues were raised following complaints that reports made before Christmas were not followed up.  Any suspicious events, persons or vehicles should be reported to the police via the 101 phone number.  Councillors thanked the Officers for attending and invited them to return to future meetings whenever possible.

Concerns have been raised over speeds of vehicles leaving ETC Sawmills at 4pm finish time.  Clerk to request speed monitoring. 
Eastwick Lane by the old Council houses: Councillors discussed the lack of footway provision for pedestrians walking to the village.  Clerk to request Highways look into the provision of an old people/child sign or SLOW sign.  
Simons Lane junction at Top Lanes - no whte line at the junction to indicate 'stop'/'give way'; Bryn y Cochin onto School Lane - no lines at junction; Gravel Hole Lane onto School Lane - no lines at junction – Clerk to request installation of lines. 
Welsh Frankton
Cllr Palmer reported success in finally having the VAS at Welsh Frankton fixed following the replacement of the long range module by the manufacturer.

Three boulders at Lower Frankton causing concern – Clerk to report for removal.

Tetchill/Lee
No footway provision for children walking from the College via Red Bridge into Ellesmere - Councillors would like to see some form of safe footway put in – Clerk to inform Highways and request this is investigated as a child safeguarding matter?

Following reports previously of damage to the wall with the old post box, Cllr Dyke reported that progress is being made with repairs.
General Issues   
Cllr Gargiulo reported that a local resident requires re-housing but has only been offered accommodation outside the parish (Market Drayton/Telford). As the resident requires family support it is important that housing is offered within the parish.  Members requested that the family writes to the Parish Council asking for a letter in support of their local housing need request.
