Dudleston Heath


Councillors again reported unfilled potholes and signs overgrown by vegetation.  Of particular concern is the Spunhill crossroads as none of the Slow signs can be seen.  Cllr Williams to report.

Dudleston


A dip in the road created by Severn Trent still remains at Eastwick Lane/Greenhill Lane crossroads – a cyclist reportedly came off here recently.  Severn Trent closed Eastwick Lane recently – signs were put out but no action was taken. This has badly affected local businesses.  A similar thing also occurred in Tetchill.  A road sign keeps being knocked over near Apple Tree Cottage.

 Tetchill
Cllr Swanston raised concerns over the level of development that Tetchill has taken over the last 2 years.  Shropshire Council’s SAMDev allocation for Tetchill and Lee was for 16 houses – there have so far been 34 new builds in Tetchill with 3 further permissions. Drainage remains the biggest issue. The Parish Council requested that all new builds be connected to mains drainage but this does not appear to be happening.  Tetchill Brook may be suffering contamination due to issues with soakaways backing up.  Action: Clerk to request that Tetchill Brook be tested and query continuing development numbers.  Remarking of road signs to be re-requested.  Potholes to be reported again.
