The Clerk read the comments received from the Case Officer in relation to a request for additional information.  The Councillors noted the proposed phased development of the access road.  Councillors re-iterated their request that the construction begins from the A495 roundabout in order to avoid the development related traffic going through the town, particularly to lessen the detrimental impact for the town’s residents/visitors.  Congestion at the traffic lights near Tesco could be a concern if construction traffic goes through the town.  Otherwise, the Councillors are content to continue their support for the application.
