1. Welcome, Apologies and/or Absences - To receive apologies
Cllrs J Baker and D Bevan sent apologies which were duly accepted by the Council. Three members of the public attended. Cllr Dyke chaired the Meeting. 


2. Disclosable Pecuniary Interests -

3. Public Question Time - To respond to representations by members of the public attending
A resident raised concerns about the near development near the proposed marina development site.  He expressed his support in principle for the new development however queried the requirement for a variation on detail to the proposed access over the Canal.  This is already a very busy access.  Access via the link road from the business park is preferable.  Residents would like to see the infrastructure put into place before the development begin.  Another resident make a representation about a plot which could be infill in Criftins.  The officer has recommended refusal.  This area might be included if Dudleston Heath becomes a ‘hub’ following the Local Plan review.

The application (18/05217/FUL)was given approval. Cllr Davenport has asked for this to be investigated.  The Clerk was asked to raise this matter with the Estates Department.

Access should not be permitted to go via the Tesco store and the new (adjacent) development which has a block paved road running through it which would be damaged by heavy construction site vehicles.  It is also imperative that the culvert should not be disturbed.  There should be no variation to the original conditions applied to the permission.  All infrastructure should be in place prior to development.  Cllr Palmer proposed objecting to the application for a variation to the permission, seconded by Cllr Ward, all agreed.
