Further to recent emails sent to the Parish Council, Mr Peter Jones (1 Moss Lane, Dudleston Heath) brought forward concerns relating to an increased level of activity on agricultural land in Moss Lane (which is an unadopted, unsurfaced road serving 2 houses).  This matter has been brought to the attention of the Planning department.  Concerns have been raised over the number of vehicle movements and various items being stored on the site. Councillors agreed to follow this matter up with the planning team to ensure that activity levels are kept within conditions associated with permissions.

Outline application for residential development and provision of car park to serve United Reform Church and neighbouring dwellings to include access

Applicant: Mr & Mrs Cureton Griffiths


Councillors discussed the plans.  Cllr Palmer reminded the Council that this site had originally been put forward as a proposed allocation site for the SAMDev but had been rejected by Shropshire Council in favour of an alternative site.  It was noted that SAMDev has now been adopted; Cllr Ward reminded Councillors of the specification for Welsh Frankton in the SAMDev:

S8.2(v): Welsh Frankton, Perthy, New Marton and Lower Frankton Cluster
The settlements of Welsh Frankton, Perthy, New Marton and Lower Frankton are a Community Cluster where development by infilling, and conversions may be
acceptable on suitable sites. The housing guideline across the Cluster is around 30 dwellings. The allocated site identified on the Policies Map will deliver around 15
dwellings in Welsh Frankton. In Perthy, New Marton and Lower Frankton development will be limited to single infill plots and conversions.
Allocated sites Development Guidelines Provision
Land adjacent to St Andrew’s Church (WFTN002)
Development subject to satisfactory access, layout and design, provision of land for a church yard extension, car park extension, village green (open space), land for a new village hall and
establishing adequate foul drainage and water supply, suitable in principle for 15 homes.

Cllr Ward, seconded by Cllr Clubbe proposed objecting to the application as it did not satisfy the criteria of “infilling and conversions” specified in the SAMDev; the only allocated site for multiple dwellings being the land adjacent to St Andrew’s Church to the north side of the A495.  The majority of Councillors agreed to object to the scheme.  Shropshire Council to be informed.
