The Chairman opened the Meeting at 7:06pm. Apologies were received from Cllrs Davenport, Swanston, Ward and Richardson. Unitary Cllr B Evans also sent apologies.

The Councillors agreed that they have no objections to the proposed extension providing it is considered to be appropriate and in keeping in style, size, design and character to the existing and neighbouring property. It was noted that the dwelling has previously been extended and the Councillors agreed that the footprint should not be extended so as to be overbearing on the size of the overall plot.
The Councillors raised some queries regarding the intended use of the 'pod', noting that some habitable use has been applied for. Confirmation as to the type and level of use would be useful. Are mains services to be connected? Whilst the main windows in the 'pod' face the rear aspect, ie over fields, one window faces directly over the neighbour's garden which may be intrusive and might affect their residential amenity and rights to enjoy their property. An alternative for the pod would have been to located it on the other side of the garden plot, away from the neighbouring property. The Councillors requested that the 'pod' should be conditioned for ancillary use to the main house only. Neutral comment to be returned. Cllr Egerton proposed, seconded by Cllr Gargiulo, all agreed. Resolved.
