Plans to Cllr J Bakerdev 
Councillors reviewed the plans noting that the address is for the Caravan.  Falls outside the SAMDev boundaries and allocations for the Parish, therefore a proposal to build in open countryside in an unsustainable location.  Councillor Baker proposed objecting to the application for that reason, seconded by Cllr J Gargiulo. All agreed to object.  Shropshire Council to be informed.

Planning Applications received since 6th June 2016 - To comment upon any planning applications received since 6th June 2016.
16/02328/FUL Change of use for the provision of a skeet range Ellesmere College, Ellesmere
Councillors discussed the application.  Cllr Swanston updated Council Members on expressions of concerns received.  Commercial expansion to their existing corporate business.  300m from the nearest property rather than 1.5 in front and 1m behind.  No advertising of dates for shoots or that shooting is taking place.  Shooting takes place currently at weekends and once or twice per week.  Application has the potential for 200 shots per hour.  Application does not follow national standards/guidelines.  Proposed site too close to residential dwellings.  Within 1.5 m of sensitive receptors.  19 hrs per week 33 weeks per year.  Noise level will be unacceptable.  Very close to canal proposed development site (hotel, 300 houses, caravan site).  Cllr Swanston proposed declining the application noise etc as per last app – does not meet environmental health recommendations, cumulative impact on the surrounding area.  Ground pollution from lead discharge from the guns serious impact on the canal.  Queried orientation of the proposal.  Cllr Gargiulo seconded objecting, agreed (1 abstention).  Shropshire Council to be informed.
