Councillors reviewed the application. After lengthy discussions the Councillors agreed to support the renovation plans but object to the proposed access preferring that the existing access be used. Concerns were raised over the new proposed access onto a sharp bend in a hollow.  The driveway does not need to extend out into the agricultural land as there is an existing access which could be used.  Response proposed by Cllr Egerton, seconded by Cllr Ward, all agreed.

Councillors recognised that they had previously supported an application on this site with a proviso that the access is moved onto the lane.  This application would be more suitable for an exception site or workers’ dwelling.  Councillors expressed the view that the application does not meet the criteria of the local plan.  Clerk to respond that the PC supports but has issues with the proposed access arrangements. Proposed by Cllr Dyke, seconded by Cllr Gargiulo. All agreed.

- Preferred sites consultation – Local Plan Review: to enable Councillors to feedback from the consultation to be held at Ellesmere Town Hall on 10th January 2019-01-08

Cllrs Baker and Davenport attended the Meeting.  No ‘hubs’ identified in the Ellesmere area.  They requested that Elson be removed.  Dudleston Heath has not been rescored as yet as requested.  Shropshire Council is taking an urban based planning focus for the Local Plan review.  Clerk asked to request Dudleston Heath be rescored and a development boundary kept.  


- Local Plan Review: To enable Councillors to respond to Shropshire Council’s consultation

Councillors completed the questionnaire regarding the Local Plan focus for the Ellesmere area.  It was felt that Shropshire council should consult with EROC about CiL for houses proposed in the parish at the Wharf development and that the PC should be on equal terms with the Town Council for planning responses in this area.  Cllr Baker proposed submitting the response and to have Dudleston Heath rescored, seconded by Cllr Ward. Clerk to submit form and request a Planning Policy Officer attends a meeting to discuss this.
