1. Welcome, Apologies and/or Absences 
Cllr Baker opened the Meeting welcoming Mr Ben Walker, Connecting Shropshire, to ERPC.  The meeting was opened at 7:02pm.   Apologies were received from Cllr S Palmer. 


2. Disclosable Pecuniary Interests 
Cllr Walford declared an interest in application 18/04693/FUL, and Cllr Gargiulo declared an interest in 18/05405/FUL as neighbours.  

3. Public Question Time - To respond to representations by members of the public attending
No members of the public attended the Meeting.  Councillors welcomed Ben Walker from Connecting Shropshire to the Meeting who gave an update/overview of progress of bringing broadband provision to the parish, highlighting efforts being made to reach the most rural properties.  Airband are providing connections in some areas where providing fibre has not proved to be cost effective.  He agreed to investigate better broadband provision for Criftins School. 600 premises in the parish now have broadband access provided by BT openreach and Airband.  County wide 57,000 have been given access via fibre with BT.  Councillors queried Airband’s approach to working with parishes in light of a recent application for a mast of 20m.  They suggest Airband approaches Parish Councils directly to obtain local views/information.  Existing pylons are difficult to use for broadband provision due to access limitations.  (Cllr Williams arrived at 7:20pm)  Mr Walker was thanked for attending and for providing the updated information.

Councillors confirmed that they had received and read the Minutes.  Cllr Ward proposed the Minutes to be a true and accurate record of the Meeting, seconded by Cllr Walford, all agreed. The Chairman duly signed the Minutes.

Revised plan for Osbourne house noted. No material differences to previous applications.  Cllr Ward proposed no amendment to existing comments. All agreed.

Councillors reviewed the plans online.  Cllr Williams stated his intention to have the application called to Committee for consideration if necessary. Councillors noted no location plan for the septic tank which should be sited within the boundary.  Cllr Gargiulo, seconded by Cllr Ward, proposed strongly supporting the application noting that this scheme is a vast improvement on the previous one. The site is well within the recognised settlement of Lee and lessens any impact on the Grade II listed building.  All agreed.

Councillors noted the amended stable block design which now appears to have incorporated the Roman Street Dinas track within its boundary which was called into question.  Proof of ownership of this track was requested by Councillors.  The councillor unanimously agreed that the scheme amounts to overdevelopment of the plot and  questioned the need for the new vehicle access to the stables. The overall design and size of the block was queried.  Councillors requested that the block be kept ancillary to the main house and permitted development rights be removed. Proposed by Cllr Egerton, seconded by Cllr Ward,  to object.  All agreed.

Cllr Walford did not participate in the discussion having declared an interest.  Change of access noted. Permission for 3 dwellings to rear noted.  Would qualify as an infill plot however Councillors queried overdevelopment.  No drainage scheme noted.  Councillors requested that any new property in Tetchill should be connected to the mains.  Access is very poor at this junction and Councillors cited reluctance to approve an application for a new property joining the road at this junction following an accident here in May. Cllr Ward proposed objecting, seconded by Cllr Dyke, all agreed.

Consultation from Outdoor Partnerships: Unrecorded Rights of Way in Dudleston Heath, Parish of Ellesmere Rural – Councillors completed the questionnaire. Clerk to submit.
Councillors considered the drainage scheme for the new development in Welsh Frankton having raised previous concerns about it. Cllr Davenport is in the process of setting up a meeting with the relevant agencies.  However, as the Environment Agency has given approval for the scheme it will be difficult to overturn their decision.  Site access issues were also raised as concerns.  Poor access and a dangerous entrance for 16 houses was noted and objected to again.  Councillors unanimously agreed to efforts to arrange a site visit and meeting.
