Chairman’s Welcome, Opening Remarks and/or Announcements & Public Session
The Chairman welcomed everyone present. Apologies were noted from Cllr I Ward, Cllr S Evans and Unitary Cllr S Davenport.

Representation from Criftins School in respect of a funding request
No representative attended the meeting. Cllr J. Gargiulo will e-mail Mandy to confirm representation at a future meeting.

Presentation from  Airband

A presentation was given by Mr Clive Leaworthy. He explained that Airband is an independent service provider for ultrafast broadband. The aim is to provide Hi speed internet to rural communities. Airband are working in partnership with Connecting Shropshire and the work forms part of the Ellesmere Rural Plan.
The expected completion date of the last quarter of 2021 may move into the new year. Airband are currently contracted to connect 53 premises in Ellesmere Rural. FTTP (fibre to the premises) replaces the current copper broadband and provides one gigabyte; unlimited access would cost £39.99 a month, limited at £25 per month. Hardware involved is a small box plus router on the premises with a one off installation cost of £99 (survey dependent). The initial contract would be for 18 months when it would then go to open market. Installation of the system uses existing underground ducts and telegraph poles. It should be noted that this system operates separately from phone lines. The system is future proofed and would be upgraded as faster speeds become available. Every connection receives the same speed.
Members of the communities should be encouraged to register an interest on the Airband website and would then be notified nearer the time of connection becoming available. Registering an interest does not make any commitment to purchase.

 Tetchill
The new field gateway on the Ellesmere Road, between the Oswestry Road and Huntsmans Bridge, is causing concern due to proximity to a blind corner, this was previously reported (CSC Ref SR-159001-S9Q1P9) and an update would be welcomed.
The 30mph signs on both sides of the road approaching Tetchill from the canal are completely obscured by hedges and the red road signs have been eroded, Phil Lloyd (SC Highways) had noted both for action on 4th August, clerk to report.
Cllr R Swanston had obtained three quotes for the erection of a new noticeboard for the village, this to incorporate the housing of the defibrillator. Cllr J. Baker proposed that the quotation from Mr A. Richards should be accepted, Cllr K. Egerton seconded and all agreed. Cllr R. Swanston agreed to notify Mr Richards.
Cllr G. Dyke asked if Mr Richards would like a part payment in advance for the purchase of materials and Cllr R. Swanston would contact Mr Richards and advise.

It was discussed and proposed by Cllr J. Baker, seconded by Cllr G. Dyke and agreed by all that E.R.P.C. should register an interest with Airband, via their website, to install hi speed internet in village halls. Action required to check the viability of potential funding through the Neighbourhood Fund, to cover a screen, computer and monthly charge for fibre broadband. This would enable Parish Council meetings to be held in the village halls and would be of significant benefit to the communities for other group occasions.

It was understood that this is a lengthy process but with the potential relocation of the cricket ground plus the canal wharf development and the crossing of Ellesmere College students from the main site to the playing fields, it would be expedient to commence the process.
