1	Election of a Chairman for the Planning Committee for the ensuing year
Cllr Egerton proposed Cllr Richardson as Chairman, seconded by Cllr Gargiulo, all agreed. Resolved. 

2	Election of a Vice Chairman for the Planning Committee for the ensuing year
Cllr Richardson proposed Cllr Jackson, seconded by Cllr Egerton, all agreed. Resolved. 

3	Welcome, Announcements, Apologies and/or Absences 
Cllr Richardson welcomed everyone to the Meeting. Apologies were received from Cllr Ward, Cllr Evans and Cllr Davenport. Two members of the public attended the Meeting.

Comments to be returned in support, as proposed by Cllr Gargiulo, seconded by Cllr Waller-Davies: The Parish Council is supportive of this application which occupies the same footprint as there is currently, with the proviso that there is no impediment to public access to the footpath which runs through the driveway, which is used by school children.

The Councillors reviewed the application.  Cllr Egerton, seconded by Cllr Swanston, proposed supporting the application by returning the following comment: The Parish Council is content to support this application, however, has serious concerns about the potential impact that the reduction of available hardstanding (due to the proposed construction which is likely to be 5/6 times larger than the current footprint) to take surface water run- off will have on the amount of water being directed into the Tetchill Brook. It is noted that a soakaway is mentioned however it is also noted in the application that the field is subject to flooding. Councillors acknowledged that this 'minor development' is not within a SUDS area however a full drainage scheme/report would have been desirable. Is one to be submitted?
Has the potentially increased volume of run-off been considered/assessed and has the potential impact of increased water being piped into the Brook been looked into?
The Parish Council consistently raises its concerns over the amount of water being directed into the Brook and the knock on effect this has on the village of Tetchill when the sluice gates are opened, often resulting in sewage in gardens.
The effects of reducing the area for surface water run-off on a development site in this area has further reaching consequences than simply on the site alone.
