The Unitary Councillors representing The Meres and St Martins Divisions are invited to attend to give reports and answer questions from the Parish Council in this section.
Cllr Williams reported on cuts being made at Shropshire Council and the forthcoming election. The greenwaste consultation is ongoing.  
Cllr Davenport reported that Shropshire Council has started to replace the street lighting in Dudleston Heath. The Welsh Frankton Village Hall car park light is now working.

273	Playground – to receive annual grounds maintenance quotation for consideration (£1400); Annual inspection – The Clerk confirmed that this has been booked and will take place in June. 
Cllr Dyke proposed accepting the grounds maintenance contract quote at £1400 for the financial year (no increase), seconded by Cllr Evans, all agreed. 
The Councillors requested a quote for painting the fencing. Clerk to action.  
The buddleia will need cutting back in the autumn. 

274	Ward Matters and Councillors reports 
a	Dudleston Heath		
The School has announced it is opening a nursery facility.  The Clerk is in the process of arranging a defibrillator training session to be held at the School. To obtain new dates. 
The yellow lines need remarking outside the School. Action: Clerk to request. 
Slow signs are also needed. Numerous potholes are in the area and it was reported that the unofficial one way system used to manage School traffic is not successful.  Concerns were raised again about local horses being exercised past the School at peaks times which is unsafe. Action: Clerk to write to suggest alternative times/routes are used. 
Water is still running off land at Meadow Bank. Cllr Davenport to chase up. 

b	Dudleston		
Cllr Davenport reported that he has undertaken a local tour with Shropshire Council officers. Gullies and drains have been cleared and a new pipe installed.  Riparian issues have been dealt with. 





c	 Tetchill
Cllr Swanston provided a receipt for work undertaken on the noticeboard however an invoice is required. Cllr Swanston to follow up. Councillors discussed the type of notices which can be displayed in order to ensure child safeguarding.  The book nook was reported as a great success. 

d	Lee				
The noticeboard in the old phone box is not being well used.  Cllr Dyke suggested a book exchange goes into the phone box and a new noticeboard is installed on the verge. Action: Cllr Dyke to obtain a quote. 

e	Welsh Frankton 	
The noticeboard at Welsh Frankton village hall is in a poor state of repair. A quote is to be obtained to replace it.  The bus shelter needs a new pane of glass and tidying up.  Action: quote to be obtained to refurbish the shelter as proposed by Cllr Egerton, seconded by Cllr Evans, all agreed.

The local team are to attend Criftins with the mobile unit. It was suggested that they visit on the morning of the toddler group. Action: Clerk to suggest this to the team.
