(Cllr Davenport arrived at 8:20pm) Councillors discussed the application submitted for CiL Local funding from Shropshire Council which had been rejected.  Clerk to request Minutes from the discussion meeting from Shropshire Council.  Councillors queried the decision as the scheme would appear to fit the criteria to support new development and existing and has been identified in the Place Plan as a critical project. This will be pursued.  
Councillors discussed the Place Plan entry for ERPC and agreed that the requirement for an additional classroom at Criftins School should be added. The Clerk was asked to submit the request to Shropshire Council.
