It was agreed that this is a locally historically important building and requested that a conservation officer check plan details.  Concerns were raised at the intention to remove the wall and railings to the front.  The design was generally approved with the caveat that the parking issue is considered.  Cllr Ward proposed supporting the scheme, seconded by Cllr Garguilo.  All agreed.
