Local Plan: To enable Councillors to discuss Dudleston Heath as a ‘hub’ or ‘cluster’; 
Councillors discussed the Local Plan review and the ‘point’ system used by Shropshire Council to determine ‘hub’ status.  It was acknowledged that if the banking system operated at the Post Office is accepted this will raise the point score for Dudleston Heath to 48, qualifying for ‘hub’ status.  Cllr Baker gave an overview of his view as to why hub status should be requested.  Planning Development has confirmed that a development boundary will be in place for hubs.  Councillors agreed that the area must be sustainable and the School kept open and viable.  Cllrs Egetton and Baker to meet with Ian Kilby and Eddie West, Shropshire Council planning officers.  Frankton would remain as a cluster. The Local Plan will go out for consultation in November. Councillors agreed that a development boundary should be drawn up for Dudlston Heath. Councillors ran through topics for discussion at the meeting with Ian Kilby for Cllrs Baker and Egerton.

Councillors acknowledged receipt of the email agreeing that the response decision had already been made after careful consideration and submitted to Shropshire Council.
