128 Welcome, Apologies and/or Absences -
Apologies received from Cllrs Swanston, Williams, Bevan and Davenport. Cllr K Egerton welcomed everyone to the Meeting and opened proceedings at 7:00pm. Cllr Egerton welcomed the members of the public.  There were 5 members of the public in attendance.

129 Disclosable Pecuniary Interests - None declared. 

130 Public Question Time –Resident, Mr R Davies made a representation about the erection of a canopy roof application submitted for consideration in the Autumn by ETC Sawmills.  Neighbours informed the Council that they had not received notification about the application.  A formal complaint has been made to Shropshire Council.  PC supported the application on the condition that assurances could be given that neighbours would not be affected by noise.  The Councillors noted that they had not received any feedback from the Planning Dept on this issue. Complaints have been made about the size of the canopy.  Councillors expressed concerns that rural residents do not receive application notifications. Original buffer zone has been removed by ETC.  Residents cited the lack of consultation, hazardous waste being emitted, the height of the ‘canopy’ and notice of request for noise reduction measures as matters of concern.  Clerk to write to complain to the Planning Department that they had given no feedback in relation to the comments submitted by the PC as a consultee and to raise previous problems with the Sawmill in terms of sewage issues and drainage (to copy Planning Committee member, Head of Planning, Portfolio Holder).  It had been noted that direct neighbours had submitted responses expressing their concerns which were not unreasonable.  In the Officer’s report point  6.31 it states: ‘no objections raised by public protection officer – no observations included’.    Clerk to also request a copy of the conditions relating to surface drainage documents by document as they are not on file – pre commencement condition and withdraw support for the scheme.  (Decision 11 October 16: 16/03633/FUL)
