Further note was taken of the commemorative oak tree on site, planted in memory of George V wishing to flag awareness of its existence with the Tree Department.  Councillors agreed to object to the application, proposed by Cllr Gargiulo, seconded by Cllr Egerton, all agreed.  Clerk to contact the Tree Department.
