Proposal:  Conversion of the redundant chapel building (use Class D1) into a residential dwelling (use Class C3)

One online objection was noted.  Councillors discussed the oak tree on site which has a TPO and a memorial plaque. Concerns were raised that the tree could potentially be cut back if it falls within the curtilage of a domestic residence. The tarmacked turning area was discussed as Councillors confirmed their view that this area is owned by Shropshire Council and does not fall under the same ownership as the Chapel.  They requested clarification on this point.  The tree is on the same piece of land.  Noting the points of concern, Councillors otherwise voted to support the application, proposed by Cllr Richardson, seconded by Cllr Evans, all agreed. Resolved.
