1. Welcome, Announcements, Apologies and/or Absences - To receive apologies
Cllr Dyke welcomed everyone present to the Meeting including four members of the public, noting apologies from Cllr Palmer, declaring it open at 7:10pm.

Dispensations were confirmed for Cllr Palmer who is unable to attend due to technical difficulties.  No declarations were received.

One member of the public present registered an objection to application 20/02770/FUL.  A second resident concurred with the objection.  A third resident raised concerns over a possible planning breach.

Councillors confirmed that they had received and read the Minutes of the last Meeting. Cllr Ward proposed them to be a true and accurate record of the Meeting, seconded by Cllr Walford, all agreed. The Chairman duly signed the Minutes. Resolved.

Address:  Lee Hall Farm, Lee, Ellesmere, Shropshire, SY12 9AE
Proposal:  Conversion of barn to a single residential dwelling; formation of access and installation of package treatment plant

Councillors confirmed that they had viewed the plans online. Cllr Gargiulo proposed supporting the application, seconded by Cllr Egerton, all agreed. Resolved.

Address:  Lee Hall Farm, Lee, Ellesmere, Shropshire, SY12 9AE
Proposal:  Conversion of barn to a single residential dwelling; formation of access and installation of package treatment plant affecting a Grade II Listed Building
Councillors confirmed that they had viewed the plans online. Cllr Ward proposed supporting the application, seconded by Cllr Clubbe, all agreed. Resolved. 



20/02270/OUT  (validated: 15/06/2020)
Address:  Land Adjacent To Glen Havon, Dudleston Heath, Shropshire
Proposal:  Outline application for residential development (all matters reserved)

Councillors confirmed that they had reviewed the application online, noting comments submitted. Councillors discussed the application and agreed to object on the grounds of over development, fearing that it would urbanise a rural village; concerns were raised over the drainage scheme – the lowest part of the proposed development site is known as ‘The Bog’.  Two new openings for access are planned – the Councillors agreed that only one entrance is necessary and a mini roundabout would be useful (as per the new development in Cockshutt) to slow down traffic on the approach.  Councillors expressed the view that too much detail has been left to reserved matters.  Cllr Ward proposed objecting on the grounds of a poor drainage scheme, unacceptable proposed access arrangements and layout, seconded by Cllr Walford, all agreed. Resolved.

Address:  New Dwelling West Of Mayfield Farm, Elson, Ellesmere, Shropshire
Proposal:  Variation of Condition No. 2 attached to planning permission 14/05016/FUL dated 5 June 2015 to enable the repositioning of the dwelling and garage 9m to the west

Councillors considered the plans noting a minor amendment creating a better splay.  Dangerous entrance on bend by ETC with poor visability.  Cllr Davenport proposed supporting the application, seconded by Cllr Ward, all agreed. Resolved.

Address:  Buildings At Plas Thomas Farm, Dudleston, Ellesmere, Shropshire
Proposal:  Change of use of agricultural barn to form a single dwelling and associated works to include some demolition

The Councillors discussed the application.  The Members agreed that they are very much in support of this application's proposals keeping the original barn which forms a charming historic feature of the farm wanting to see retained. The house features in the Deeds of Dudleston Book and is one of the 7 mansions of Dudleston. As such the site as a whole is of local historic value; the barn is a stunning stand alone structure and worth preserving.
The Members approved what they consider to be a far superior building scheme to the previous planning permission and were very supportive of the change from 3 dwellings being combined to make a single family dwelling.  Proposed for support by Cllr Baker, seconded by Cllr Evans, all agreed. Resolved.
