The Clerk reported that she has requested a revised energy cost minus the A road lights.  Councillors asked the Clerk to re-submit the CiL Local fund request, proposed by Cllr Ward, seconded by Cllr Davenport, all agreed.

(c) Budget – to agree the 2019/20 budget
Councillors requested a new quote to upgrade the street lighting which ERPC intends to keep.  Cllr Ward proposed accepting the budget, seconded by Cllr Davenport, all agreed. 

(d) Precept – to enable Councillors to agree the precept request for 2019-20
Councillors discussed the precept requirement. Cllr Palmer proposed a 0% increase for a band D property, seconded by Cllr Ward, all agreed. Clerk to apply for a precept of £36,516.

(e) CWG – update 
The Clerk gave an update following her meeting with the Town Clerk. The Parish Council will receive an invoice for its contribution towards running costs in line with previous years at £9480.  Cllr Baker proposed that the payment is approved, seconded by Cllr Dyke, and that it will remain the same for next year.  All agreed.  After year end a surplus payment will be made to the Town and Parish Council on a 60-40 basis.

Councillors completed the questionnaire and asked the Clerk to arrange for Dudleston Heath to be re-scored in order to upgrade it to a ‘community hub’ in the Local Plan.  This will then be discussed at a later meeting with Planning Policy to finalise the details and to approve the amended status.
