Chairman’s Welcome and Opening Remarks
Cllr Palmer declared the Meeting open at 7:50pm welcoming the Police Crime Commissioner, John Campion, to the Meeting.  Three Parish Council applicants attended the Meeting. One Ellesmere Town Councillor also attended the Meeting.   PC Crump was also present.

Update - Ellesmere Area Local Joint Committee -  No update available.

Community Policing – to include: 

a) Local reports
PC Crump reported 3 crimes in the area in the last month.  The local force has carried out 8 speed checks in the last month including the Criftins School area.  To chase up Community Speed Watch scheme training.  PC Crump is to undertake training to become the North Shropshire Wildlife Officer. 
b) John Campion – Police Crime Commissioner for West Mercia
Mr Campion was elected to his role as Police Crime Commissioner in May 2016.  Mr Campion gave an overview of his role and an comprehensive insight into the changes he has been implementing including upgrading IT equipment for the force.  Cllr Brian Williams asked about the success rate of the 101 non emergency call line.  This has been rated between 50-80% successful, with the intention going forward of increasing the speed of answering calls.  Two centres take the calls based in Shrewsbury and Worcester.  A consultation is being launched to join together the blue light services which could save £4m.  Cllr Bevan queried response to poaching reports – if reported patrols will be increased.  £3m has been invested in a number plate recognition system for the force.  Mr Campion reassured Councillors that the right tools are in place in the County to deal with terrorist issues.  There are 2 extra armed police vehicles in Shrewsbury.  Cllr Palmer thanked Mr Campion for attending.  Copies of the West Mercia Plan 2016-2021 were circulated.
