Councillors noted a variation on a previous application.  Councillors raised road safety issues which they noted have not been flagged up by Highways despite the blind bend and humped back bridge being in close proximity to the entrance. The proposed dwellings are for open market sale.  Councillors noted that the parish currently has twice the expected number of ‘windfall’ dwellings under SAMDev.  Councillors expressed the view that the access should come out of the other side of the property opposite Caegoody Lane as this is an unsuitable access for 5 properties. Councillors agreed to object to the application on the grounds of unsuitable access and overdevelopment as proposed by Cllr Ward, seconded by Cllr Cole, all agreed.
