Cllr K Egerton arrived (19:02pm) and gave an overview of the application outlining the location of the proposed site.  Site was previously occupied by a house which was demolished in 1967.  Current farm has expanded considerably.  Not a standard agricultural dwelling as more space is required for the family members.  Additional dwelling for family to provide support and to be on site in order to care for the welfare of livestock and to provide security.   House plus garage with living accommodation applied for.  Councillors discussed the need for the property.  Both residences are to support the farm.  Both tied to the farm business.  Cllr Ward proposed supporting the application as it is essential to support the business, providing enhancement and longevity of family business.   Councillors were content that the proposal was appropriate to the location and agreed that the size of the property is appropriate to the family needs.  Will occupy the same position of the original farmhouse.  Proposal seconded by Cllr Clubbe. Unanimously supported.  Clerk to inform Shropshire Council.

Councillors reviewed the plans online.  The narrow access lane was noted with poor access onto B5069.  Development in an open field.  Soakaway beneath the field noted.  The drainage field is not within curtilage of the proposed property.  Plot is not an infill site.  SAMDev allocation figures were discussed.  The design and access statement was reviewed.  Cllr Ward proposed that the Council rejects this application safety of access onto the main highway (extra housing would increase the hazard as the current junction is inadequate), not an infill plot but development in open countryside.  Does not meet the criteria of the SAMDev plan.  Seconded by Cllr Gargiulo. All agreed. Clerk to inform Shropshire Council.
