An e mail had been received from     
Rebecca Turner, Clerk to Welshampton & Lyneal Parish Council, who had in turn received
a complaint via the Newsletter from Corinna Hicks in respect of traffic speeding along A528/495 towards Ellesmere. She lived in the vicinity of Tunnel Bank. Cllr I C Ward stated that Tunnel Bank was on the boundary of both the Rural Parish Council and the Town Council. Efforts had recently been made by the Town Council to extend their 30mph speed limit within the Town past the Mere and to the Tunnel Bank area. They have also requested Shropshire Council consider a buffer zone of 40mph leading into the 30mph from the Shrewsbury direction. Ellesmere Rural Parish Council supported these traffic calming measures.
