The Clerk circulated up to date spreadsheets outlining the current financial situation.  Balances were checked against statements for accuracy.  

(b) Invoices for approval and signature (to include those received post agenda)
All invoices and payments were approved for payment, proposed by Cllr Dyke, seconded by Cllr Evans, all agreed. The Joint Energy Bill was queried due to the Council having requested to hand over responsibility for main Highways lighting to Shropshire Council. This invoice was held over.  The Clerk has asked Shropshire Council for a breakdown on monies spent by Shropshire Council from all CiL collected in the Ellesmere area in Ellesmere Rural Parish.

To formally receive and accept the findings of the Internal Audit report
The Internal Auditor’s report was acknowledged. The findings were noted, proposed by Cllr Evans, seconded by Cllr Palmer, all agreed. 

(d)
Defibrillator – Annual maintenance contract enquiry feedback
Quotes for new defibrillators for the Parish were given by the Clerk.  It was decided to have them installed on a suitable post in Tetchill, the Church in Dudleston, Welsh Frankton Village Hall, the phone kiosk in Lee. A replacement for the Parish Hall in Criftins was discussed (to be considered further). It will cost between £7-8k, with an installation cost of £100 per defibrillator.  Clerk to hold placing the order until it has been decided how many to order – ie 4 or 5.  To check ownership of the phone kiosk and possibility to adopt and install defibrillator (Grade II listed).

CiL – Determination of EOI for CiL Local application 
A response has been received from Shropshire Council rejecting the application from ERPC for funds to upgrade the main road street lighting to Shropshire Council’s adoption standard.  To the end of December 2018 Shropshire Council has collected £328,497 in CiL local funding in the Parish which forms the majority of the £477,674 collected in the Ellesmere Place Plan area.  The Clerk has requested figures outlining spend on upgrading infrastructure in Ellesmere Rural Parish during this period.

Street lighting upgrade 
The Clerk informed the Council that she has queried the joint energy agreement bill which does not appear to have been adjusted to reflect the Council’s decision provide street lighting along the main roads through the Parish.  The Clerk was asked to progress the street lighting upgrade for the non main highway lighting. A new quote will be required from the contractor. Proposed by Cllr Egerton, seconded by Cllr Clubbe.
