1. Welcome, Apologies and/or Absences - To receive apologies

Cllr Baker welcomed everyone to the March Meeting of the Planning Committee. Two members of the public were present. Mr E West, Snr Planning Officer, Shropshire Council attended the Meeting. 

2. Disclosable Pecuniary Interests - 
No declarations were received. 

3. Public Question Time 
The Chairman welcomed Mr E West from Shropshire Council’s Planning Development Team, to the Meeting.  Mr West reported that they have received a significant response to the preferred options consultation.  ERPC’s response has been noted.  Shropshire Council is conducting a Local Plan update to extend the current Plan to 2036. They have consulted on the hierarchy of settlements with a development focus.  There are 18 Place Plan areas in Shropshire.  Originally they were only considering development for Ellesmere Town area in this part of Shropshire.  There are 39 ‘hubs’ in Shropshire such as Prees, Hinstock etc.  This consultation has provided an opportunity to check that the hierarchy of settelement scoring system is correct.  The Parish Council has objected to this process and has asked for Dudleston Heath to be registered as a ‘community hub’ in the Plan with a development allocation as the ‘score’ was found to be inaccurate in that some facilities had not been factored in.  On this basis the Parish Council has suggested that Dudleston Heath does in fact qualify to be a ‘hub’ on the basis of the number of facilities it has to offer ie Parish Hall, School, outside spaces, sports facilities, Post Office, playground, banking facility etc.  Shropshire Council is content that it does qualify and will now include it as a hub in the Local Plan. It must now be decided what this means for the area.  The initial view, based on the size of the area, would be to have some development, c 35-40 dwellings between 2016-36.  No firm decision has been made as yet.  3600 consultation responses were received in total.  It is now necessary to set out housing requirements, boundaries and land allocations for Shropshire now.  Some 16-17 sites have been put forward in the area for consideration. Not all will be suitable and they will require assessment – such things as location ie proximity to the main built up area, landascape quality and impact on heritage will be taken into account.  Some sites put forward previously may no longer be available.  Mr West gave an overview of the housing land supply and how it is calculated.  The Parish Council will be able to comment upon any allocations before the Plan goes to the Inspector. The draft Plan must be produced by October 19 and it will be consulted upon for 6 weeks.  It should go forward for examination next year.  Welsh Frankton will be a ‘cluster’ with open market infill and exception schemes. There will not be a specified development boundary.  In rural countryside areas only affordable homes for local needs will be permissible.  The Councillors confirmed that they are keen to keep the community and services sustainable hence the request to make Dudleston Heath a ‘hub’.  Another meeting will be scheduled in May to discuss proposed site allocations.
Councillors thanked Mr West for attending.
