Welcome, Announcements, Apologies and/or Absences 

Cllr Dyke welcomed everyone the to the December Planning Meeting of the Parish Council declaring it open at 7pm. Cllr Gargiulo sent apologies. 

2

Public Question Time - To respond to representations by members of the public attending
Six members of the public attended the Meeting. One member of the public attended to discuss his resubmitted planning application which was refused by Shropshire Council. An appeal has resulted in suggested alterations hence the resubmission.  The overall height of the building has been reduced and the dormer window has been taken out to address the Inspector’s comments.  The Lawns, Criftins. 
Land adj Rose Cottage was raised by the other 5 residents. The old cow shed would be converted to a house and a builders’ yard created. Residents object to the change of use of land and the potential noise and nuisance from the builders yard work.  The access is also of concern for the driveway off the main road entrance. The road is unsuitable for regular HGV traffic.  Original building plans were not to alter the footprint or original design. Since this the land and cow shed (6.5k) sold for over the value of agricultural land. Extensions have been applied for not in keeping with the heritage of the building.  Water run off from this property causes issues locally.  Caegoody Lane not suitable for large vehicles.  Barn, office etc not agriculture. Great crested newts on the land.  Bats are also present (bat box on the side of the new extension). The cow shed is of heritage value.  The residents would like a site visit by the Planning Officer and Highways.

Councillors considered the plans online.  Members supported the conversion of the redundant buildings.  Online comments were noted. With the caveat that all legal rights are respected the Councillors agreed that the building should be re-used and have no material grounds for objections Proposed by Cllr Egerton, seconded by Cllr Ward, all agreed.

Correspondence
Ellesmere Town Council response: 22/0442/FUL, Land Adjacent to Rose Cottage, the Cross, Ellesmere
Councillors noted the Town Council’s response to the planning application noting that the Town  Council’s response covers all matters raised by the residents.  They have raised the heritage asset value of old cow shed. The Clerk was asked to echo ETC’s remarks and add in residents’ comments from this evening in a response.  Councillors are sympathetic to the concerns raised. This should be seen as a different application to the original application which the Parish Council supported.  Caegoody Lane is a dangerous road – this should be reviewed in light of the application – Councillors already have concerns about the over use of a single track road 7.5 tonne limit used as a cut through by HGVs.  Cllr Davenport would like to make Caegoody lane have quiet lane status – too tight a turn for traffic coming off main road to access the property.  No application has been put in for a change of use.   ERPC to make comment as an interested party with Caegoody lane affecting parish. 

The Lawns: ERPC originally objected to the proposals.  Skylights have replaced dormer window. The height of the application has been reduced by a foot.  Will be the same height as the neighbouring property.  Councillors were previously unaware of the changes to the application when responding last month.  Having noted the changes as per the recommendations of the planning inspectorate the pc is content to support the scheme.  (Parking availability will not change) Proposed by Cllr Evans, seconded by Cllr Richardson, all agreed.
