1244	Chairman’s Welcome, Opening Remarks and/or Announcements & Public Session to include: 
The Chairman welcomed everyone to the Meeting, declaring it open at 7:40pm, acknowledging the Minute’s silence held in memory of HM Queen Elizabeth II during the Planning Committee meeting.  Cllr Evans confirmed that this Meeting would be shortened in length out of respect for Her Majesty in order to conduct essential business only.  Whilst SALC has advised not to hold Meetings if possible, it was agreed that as the Parish Council has not met since July certain business matters need to be attended to.
Two members of the public attended the Meeting to raise awareness of the collapsed culvert on Eastwick Lane. Councillors confirmed that this has been reported to Shropshire Council. An inspection by camera has been undertaken however no remedial action appears to have been taken since. 

Presentation of NHS Crisis Statement – a member of the public attended to request support for a statement which has been prepared for use in lobbying the Government  The campaign group is putting forward two solutions which they would like Government to adopt in order to address the current NHS crisis which are: 1) to put urgent funding into social care to enable rehabilitation in the community in order to allow patients currently unable to be discharged from hospital to leave to continue their care elsewhere, and 2) to investigate the elements of the NHS which are broken and to establish solutions to those problems. Support for this campaign was sought from the Parish Council.  The Group is also approaching other local government organisations. The Group was originally formed in response to the closure of local ambulance stations and the appalling response times to emergency calls.  SaTH is the third worst performing hospital in the country for handovers and has only 1.8 beds per thousand which is significantly under the Government guideline of 2.5.  
Councillors expressed thanks for attending and for bringing this matter to the Council and confirmed that it would be disussed under the main body of the Meeting.
