Councillors agreed, proposed by Cllr Baker, seconded by Cllr Evans to support the scheme. The Councillors agreed that working on the assumption that the 'affordable' status of the proposed dwellings will be secured in perpetuity within a proper legal framework with Shropshire Council (ie through size specification and a S106 agreement  the proposed properties would meet an otherwise unfulfilled dwelling type in the parish. The proposals outlined would meet the needs of rural workers in terms of parking space provision for large vehicles/trailers and storage for tools which are currently not provided for.  The Councillors re-iterated their request for access to come off the lane rather than the main road.
