No representation was made by the applicant.  Councillors discussed the application, having first been given an overview by Cllr Swanston. Outline application for three houses behind a semi detached cottage on about an acre plot.  Application states that the plot had previously been granted planning permission.  Cllr Swanston indicated that access to the plot/egress is of concern as 5 roads join near to this point.  Significant highways alterations/traffic calming measures would need to be implemented to make access safe.  The site layout was discussed.  This site was not identified as an approved site for the SAMDev plan.  One site was approved for SAMDev, other development in Tetchill was to be supplied via infill.  This site does not constitute an infill plot and is adjacent to a main road to Ellesmere which has heavy traffic.  Accident history on this stretch of road (PC notice board has previously been hit).  Councillor Baker proposed objecting to the application as not a SAMDev site, local objections to access and drainage is a local problem and this could have detrimental impact on local infrastructure, seconded by Cllr Swanston, all agreed. Shropshire Council to be informed.
