a) Local reports: Apologies for not being able to attend the Meeting were received from PC Crump by email. He reported that they hope to be able to carry out speed checks in the Rural area shortly.
254 Minutes of the Meeting of the Parish Council Meeting held on 13th March 2016 – Councillors confirmed that they had received and read the Minutes.  Cllr Ward proposed them to be a true and accurate record, seconded by Cllr Hesketh, all agreed. The Chair duly signed the Minutes. Resolved.

256 Play area - Dudleston Heath  
a) Cllr Bevan reported that the mowing has begun and the playground is looking very tidy. No further evidence of vermin on site.  
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257 Councillor/Clerk Reports from Committees/Meetings attended
Cllrs Egerton and Baker reported from the Cemetery Committee that it plans to double the sie of the Memorial Garden. The fencing has been completed which has been well received by visitors. The Clerk reported from a preliminary meeting at Criftins Parish Hall with members of the Committee and a Shropshire Council Community Enablement Officer to discuss fundraising for a new roof and other possible projects.  It was reported that the Hall is likely to submit a request to the Parish Council for monies from the Neighbourhood Fund to put towards the project and also to Shropshire Council for monies from the CiL Local fund.

258 Unitary Councillors’ Question Time
Cllr Davenport gave an update from the Task and Finish Group for Planning which has been discussing the future arrangements for the Planning Committees in Shropshire.  The current system of 3 Committees is to stay in place with possible reviews to ensure consistency.  The processing of commercial applications is to be reviewed.

(a) Dudleston

Cllr Egerton reported that the drains need clearing and the roads require sweeping. Clerk to submit request.  Potholes reported from Dudleston Church to Plas Warren.  Clerk to submit a request for a 20mph zone outside Criftins School and to chase the Community Speed Watch team for speed checks in this area.  
(b) Dudleston Heath 
Potholes reported in Back Lane by the School. Cllr Gargiulo to provide location map.  Complaints were received about frequent movements of large amounts of soil along Eastwick Lane.  Verges are being damaged by the heavy vehicles.  Cllrs Davenport and Baker to investigate.
(c) Welsh Frankton
Distance sensor on the VAS still not working. To report again.
(d) Tetchill
Potholes on Ellesmere Road to the main road along past Coachman’s bridge presenting a hazard to cyclists. Location for new notice board now agreed. 
(e) Lee


Replacement name location name still required.  Potholes circled for repair.  Listed letterbox has been hit by a car. Wall damaged. Letterbox  has been removed. Clerk has reported damage to Shropshire Council and it has been inspected but it is the homeowner’s responsibility.

LED Street Lighting Replacement –Cllr Ward reported that Eon has been informed that their’s was the successful tender. Clerk is investigating by how much the energy supply bill will be reduced following the upgrade to LED with Shropshire Council which has been given revised wattage details (lights may be dimmed to a lower level overnight to further reduce costs).  A financial projection is being put together for final costings but monies from the Parish Council reserves have been earmarked for allocation towards the cost but a PWLB loan will be applied for to fund the cost.  
Cllr Palmer thanked Cllrs Swanston and Hesketh for their contributions to the Parish Council during their time in office.  Their time and efforts have been very much appreciated.
