Minutes of the Ellesmere Rural Parish Council Planning Committee Meeting held 
on 14th July 2025 at Welsh Frankton Village Hall

The Chairman opened the Meeting at 7pm. Two members of the public attended the Meeting. Apologies were received from Cllrs Waller-Davies, Davenport and Ward. Unitary Cllr Rowley sent apologies.

No representations were received. 

4	Minutes of the Planning Committee Meeting held on 9th June 2025 - To confirm the minutes  
Councillors confirmed that they had received and read the Minutes from the last meeting. Cllr Swanston proposed them to be a true and accurate record of the Meeting, seconded by Cllr Gargiulo, all agreed. The Chairman duly signed the Minutes. Resolved. 

5	Matters arising from the Minutes of the Planning Committee Meeting held on 9th June 2025
No matters were raised. 

6	New planning applications/consultations received requiring comment: (The Parish Council is consulted by Shropshire Council for views on new planning applications under the Town and Country Planning Act 1990. Sched 1, para 8. Shropshire Council is the determining authority.)
25/02376/FUL  (validated: 27/06/2025)
Address:  Holly Mead, Criftins, Dudleston Heath, Ellesmere, SY12 9LN
Proposal:  Erection of two storey outbuilding following demolition of existing shed

Cllr Evans proposed supporting the application as follows, seconded by Cllr Egerton:
The Parish Council supports this application with the following caveats:
1 That the building remains tied to the main dwelling in perpetuity
2 That public access to the green lane remains open during the construction works
3 That the building will not be for domestic occupation
4 That an ecological survey is undertaken as great crested newts and bats are both present in the area
All agreed, Resolved. 

25/02235/FUL  (validated: 27/06/2025)
Address:  Proposed Dwelling At Oakdene, Greenhill Bank, Criftins, Ellesmere, Shropshire
Proposal:  Erection of 1No self build dwelling with means of access following the demolition of an existing equestrian building and installation of package treatment plant
Cllr Evans proposed objecting to the application, seconded by Cllr Egerton for the following reasons:
The Parish Council objects to the proposals outlined in this application.
1 The proposed dwelling would be directly behind an existing working cattle shed/agricultural buildings which may result in a negative impact on the future residential amenity of its occupants and also on the neighbouring business and property. The Councillors are of the opinion that this is a wholly unsuitable location in which to build a house.
2 The equestrian building proposed for demolition in order to erect a dwelling is not a Class Q building (ie for agriculture) and does not fall under the same rules for conversion into a domestic dwelling (it is noted that this application is for the demolition, relocation and increased footprint of the existing building not conversion).
3 The Parish Council suggests that the more suitable location for a new build on land within the ownership of the applicant would be opposite their current dwelling on the other side of the driveway, therefore being closer for connection to mains services. It would constitute infill development and would be away from working agricultural buildings.
4 The conversion of the stable block would amount to development in open countryside and contrary to policy.
All agreed. Resolved.
