Councillors discussed previous requests made to the Planning Dept that the link road is installed first before any development is started.  Cllr Williams stated that he has requested that this application is considered by the Planning Committee and not dealt with via delegated authority.  Councillors confirmed that access is of paramount concern and that development traffic should not go through the town to access the site.  Cllr Dyke proposed objecting to the amendment, seconded by Cllr Ward, all agreed – unanimous.  Cllr Ward also suggested that development should be kept away from the sewerage works.  Councillors re-iterated the importance of getting the drainage to this site right first time or Ellesmere will suffer in the long term.  It was noted that ETC is aligned with ERPC in their views.
