One member of the Meeting attended the Meeting to discuss his planning application for solar panels.  He gave Councillors an overview of the proposals. Cllr Evans took the Minutes.

Councillors confirmed that they had received and read the Minutes of the last Meeting. Cllr Ward proposed the Minutes as a true and accurate record of the Meeting, seconded by Cllr Davenport, all agreed. The Chairman duly signed the Minutes.

New planning applications/consultations received requiring comment: (The Parish Council is consulted by Shropshire Council for views on new planning applications under the Town and Country Planning Act 1990. Sched 1, para 8. Shropshire Council is the determining authority.)

23/00338/FUL  (validated: 02/02/2023)
Address:  Winston, Ellesmere Road, Tetchill, Ellesmere, Shropshire, SY12 9BA
Proposal:  Installation of solar array and all associated works

Cllr Egerton raised the possibility of visibility from neighbouring properties. Cllr Ward, seconded by Cllr Baker proposed supporting the application. All agreed. 

23/00144/FUL  (validated: 01/02/2023)
Address:  Woodlands Park Lodges, Park Hall Farm, Northwood, Ellesmere, Shropshire, SY12 0LS
Proposal:  Change of use of land from forestry to tourism and the erection of 36 lodges with associated works to include parking spaces, access paths and access tracks

Councillors raised concerns about the density of the lodges and the clarity of the application as it had been difficult to determine which chalets this application related to.  Concerns were raised in relation to the potential for an increase in traffic and drainage/sewage arrangements.  There was a query as to whether the pods would be assembled on or off site.  Cllr Davenport proposed supporting, seconded by Cllr Baker. Five councillors voted in favour of supporting the proposals, 3 abstained. Motion to support carried. 
23/00158/OUT  (validated: 25/01/2023)
Address:  Proposed Dwellings And Workshop To The South East Of, Dudleston Heath, Shropshire
Proposal:  Outline application for the erection of 2No. dwellings and a workshop along with associated parking (all matters reserved)

Councillors discussed the application raising concerns about the Vyrnwy pipeline, existing structures on site which are not related to agricultural activity, the occupation of a static caravan on site (Councillors queried if business rates and council tax are being paid). The site is outside the development boundary for Dudleston Heath, and is therefore classed as countryside. The houses proposed are not ‘affordable’ so do not fall under exception site classification.  The Councillors expressed disappointment in the ecology report which states that the land is a wetland meadow and that the roadside hedge has been removed. Cllr Davenport suggested that the Planning Department needs to look closely at the site/application.  Cllr Ward proposed objecting, seconded by Cllr Egerton, all agreed. 

23/00255/FUL  (validated: 20/01/2023)
Address:  Stourton House, The Trench, Ellesmere, Shropshire, SY12 0LR
Proposal:  Erection of single storey rear and side extension with external alterations

It was noted that most of the work will be internal.  Cllr Jackson proposed supporting, seconded by Cllr Ward, all agreed. 
23/00136/LBC  (validated: 13/01/2023)
Address:  2 Beech House , Birch Road, Ellesmere, Shropshire, SY12 9AA
Proposal:  Works to facilitate the installation of gas fired hot water heating system to include a boiler to the ground floor, flue through external elevation and installation of wall hung radiators in each room affecting a Grade II* Listed Building

Cllr Richardson proposed supporting the application, seconded by Cllr Baker, all agreed. Councillors suggested that renewable energy should be looked at instead of fossil fuels.
