Address:  Dudleston Grove, Criftins, Ellesmere, Shropshire, SY12 9LN
Proposal:  Variation of conditions no.2 (approved plans) to allow for amendments; no.4 (fenestration) and no.5 (timber work) to allow for a simplification of fenestration to retain original appearance and replacement of timber windows; and no.9 (bat mitigation measures) to allow for re-siting of bat roost; all pursuant of 08/02029/FUL conversion of outbuilding to two dwellings

Cllr Walford proposed supporting the variations, seconded by Cllr Cole, al agreed. Resolved.

Councillors queried the need for a planning application for this proposal.  They noted that the porch design mirrors the pitched roof/dormer window above. Cllr Ward, second by Cllr Egerton proposed supporting the application, all agreed. Resolved.

Proposal:  Erection of single storey side extension and front porch

Councillors noted the Conservation Officer’s comments and agreed with the recommendations made. Cllr Ward proposed supporting the application, seconded by Cllr Egerton, all agreed. Resolved.

Address:  Old Groves , Eastwick Lane, Dudleston Heath, SY12 9DU
Proposal:  Erection of part single part two storey extensions, following demolition, and detached double bay garage/workshop; installation of roof mounted solar panels; as part of overall re-development and repair of existing dwelling

Councillors noted the extensive restoration project of the building’s historic features with approval.  Cllr Ward, seconded by Cllr Walford, proposed supporting the application, all agreed. Resolved. 

20/01814/FUL  (validated: 14/05/2020)
Address:  Land To The South Of Dudleston Grove, Criftins, Ellesmere, Shropshire, SY12 9LN
Proposal:  Use of existing vehicular access and formation of driveways in association with barn conversions granted under planning permission 08/02029/FUL including new hedge lines and improvements to highway junction

Councillors noted the list of objections to the scheme which have been submitted to Shropshire Council.  
After discussion the Parish Council agreed to object to the proposals in this application on the grounds of highway safety.
Councillors noted that the planning statement states that the Eastern barn will utilise the existing access route onto Simon's Lane (U0917/10) because the original application (08/02029/FUL) did not require its closure. Councillors agreed that they were unable to recall this track ever being used as an access route to Dudleston Grove and expressed the view that this has only ever been used to access the field.
U0917/10 is a single lane with no passing points between the proposed new access route and the junction with School Lane. Councillors agreed that increasing the traffic on this lane will cause problems. The route is already busy with School traffic.
Councillors discussed the estimated speeds on School Lane which are said to be 25mph - 30mph – Councillors agreed that these are unrealistic estimates. The traffic on School Lane observes the National Speed limit and vehicles (particularly school traffic) regularly exceeds 40mph.
The Councillors discussed the claim that the required splays can be achieved by reducing the Old Vicarage hedge by 750mm. The Parish Council Members noted that the Parish Council has been trying to get the owner to reduce the size of this hedge with no success for the last 10 years. The Highways Department is fully aware of the issues with the hedge at this junction and that it is extremely dangerous for pedestrians, cyclists and vehicles to use. The Highways Department has also tried and failed to have the hedge size reduced. In its current form the hedge is a danger to life. The Councillors agreed that they think it unlikely that the developer will succeed in achieving the aim to reduce the hedge width. Cllr Gargiulo proposed objecting to the application, seconded by Cllr Ward, all agreed.  Resolved.

Proposal:  Erection of stable block to include 2No stables and feed store

Councillors discussed the application and queried the claim that there are horses on site as Councillors cannot recall horses being present for about 6 years, therefore no horse muck on site either.  Cllr Ward proposed supporting the application, seconded by Cllr Gargiulo with the proviso that the safety  of the entrance is looked at ensuring sufficient visibility is achieved at the entrance to the field to permit safe access.
