1. Welcome, Apologies and/or Absences 
Vice Chairman Cllr Dyke Chaired the Meeting.  Apologies were received, and duly accepted, from Cllr J Baker, Cllr S Palmer, Cllr S Davenport and Cllr B Williams.

3. Public Question Time 
Seven members of the public attended the Meeting.  A representation was received from a member of the public regarding eligibility for an affordable home application.  A further representation was received an application on the agenda for a proposed mast in Dudleston.

Minutes of the Planning Committee Meeting held on 8th October 2018 – 

Councillors confirmed that they had received and read the Minutes of the last Planning Committee Meeting. Cllr Walford proposed them to be a true and accurate record of the Meeting, seconded by Cllr Dyke, all agreed. The Chair duly signed the Minutes.


5. Matters arising from the Minutes of the Planning Committee Meeting held on 8th October 2018
Receipt of an email was acknowledged regarding a planning application considered at the last meeting.  Councillors noted the points raised.  The Clerk confirmed that she had amended the response submission to Shropshire Council to alter the reference to previous ‘objections’ to ‘concerns’ in the interests of accuracy.
Councillors Baker and Egerton reported from their recent meeting with the Head of Planning at Shropshire Council, Ian Kilby and requested that the Clerk asks for a response to concerns raised about breaches of planning consents.

Councillors reviewed the plans online. Concern were raised as follows:
1 The site plan assumes that the existing land around the house has been approved for residential development - The Parish Council believes that an application should be made for change of use as it the proposed development extends into open countryside
2 The proposed garage extension would be a large separate building in its own right, suitable for independent living accommodation. The Parish Council would like to request the removal of permitted development rights and to condition that this building remains tied to the main house ie that it cannot be sold as a separate residential dwelling at any time in the future..

3 The current entrance to the property is an accident black spot. With a larger house, and separate accommodation being provided above the garage this will naturally lead to an increase of vehicle movements on and off site. Furthermore, it would appear that a business is operated from the site using farm type vehicles which would be more suited to an industrial estate premises rather than domestic. Members have concerns about highway safety with an increase of vehicle movements.

4 The Parish Council has approved the proposed alterations to the main house.
Cllr Ward proposed objecting to the application, seconded by Cllr Dyke, all agreed.

Councillors discussed the application, noting representations from residents.  The following concerns were raised: 
1 The Parish Council notes the reduction in size of mast applied for from 20m to 15m, but queries this having seen the rationale presented by the applicant for a mast of 20m. However, on the basis that a 15m mast is being applied for the Parish Council would prefer to see a wooden structure being sited in this location not a lattice mast.
2 Councillors have queried the viability of signal from a 15m mast and is of the opinion that insufficient coverage will be provided to the capture area. There appears to have been little, if any, research into alternative sites. This is a sparsely populated area and Councillors do not believe that the proposal will provide maximum benefit to customers. 
3 The Parish Council objects to this application on the grounds of detrimental visual impact as the mast will be in close proximity to a Grade II listed Church and 5 Grade I listed houses witin 1/4 mile of the proposed site. The Council would appreciate discussions with Connecting Shropshire as to how coverage can be best provided in this area, maximising coverage and customer base. 
4 Councillors have recommended that a suitable alternative would be to utilise local pylons which would provide coverage to a much wider customer base. 
5 The Parish Council supports the need to extend broadband coverage in this area however is not the opinion that this application has been well devised and will meet the needs of the customer base.

Cllr Ward proposed objecting to the application, seconded by Cllr Egerton, all agreed.  Clerk to inform Shropshire Council.  The Clerk was asked to invite a Connecting Shropshire representative to attend a meeting to discuss broadband provision in the parish.
