Conversion of the redundant chapel building into a residential dwelling
Councillors noted the recent TPO granted for the (commemorative) tree on site.  Councillors discussed the parking provision which was felt to be inadequate for 2 cars.  Councillors queried whether the applied for parking would impinge upon the root base of the tree.  The turning area currently belongs to Shropshire Council- it was historically used to link the road to the main road and therefore forms part of the highway. Councillors were supportive of the plans to convert the chapel approving the internal conversion however would like to highlight the need to put more thought into how to accommodate 2 vehicles.  Proposed by Cllr Egerton, seconded by Cllr Evans, all agreed.

Erection of two storey read extension and formation of vehicular access
