Chairman’s Welcome and Opening Remarks and/or Announcements

428 Ellesmere Area Local Joint Committee 

Cllr Egerton gave an update on youth provision funding. £4k has been requested for the Ellesmere area.  If it is awarded appropriate spend will need to be decided.  It has been suggested that it is spent providing ‘Ramped’ events.  
It was further reported that the Task and Finish Group has still to finish its review into CiL Local.  Place plan updates are ongoing.
429 Community Policing 
The Clerk relayed a local report from PC Crump.  The Community Speed Watch enforcement team had contacted the Clerk to request approval to use the lay-by opposite Raven’s Court in Dudleston Heath for speed enforcement vehicles.  The Clerk was asked to confirm that the Parish Council approves this request.

(a) Dudleston



Councillors asked the Clerk to submit a request for a salt bin to be located by Chapel House, Perthy.

Flooding to be reported  on Llan y Felin hill Road in Dudleston, Horse Hill in Pentrecoed and gulley problems in Pant Lane by  Lan y Felin House.  Vegetation encroaching onto the highway is an issue. The footpath from the bus shelter to the Hall needs cleaning.

The Clerk was asked to request that Highways investigate beer barrels which have been placed along the verge in Chapel Lane.

New dual purpose litter bin has been installed at Coachman’s Bridge. Concerns were raised about a blocked gully in Brick Kiln. The Clerk was asked to arrange for a site visit with Highways to discuss possible remedies to the ongoing flooding issue.
