Play area - Dudleston Heath  - Cllr Bevan reported that the requested repairs to the bench have not yet been done. Clerk to follow up with the contractor.

Cllr Baker reported that the Joint Burial Committee had met to discuss taking over the old workhouse cemetery.  It had been decided that in order to progress this the cemetery would require work by Shropshire Council to be put into good order before the Committee would assume responsibility for it.  To take forward.
Cllr Bevan reported that he had attended a footpath meeting held by Shropshire Council’s Outdoor Partnerships dept (Liz Evans).  Concerns were raised over footpaths not being kept open or in good order.  Many do not connect or have beginnings or ends clearly defined.  Official applications must be made to request any such paths are attended to.

Councillors reported back from a site visit held with Highways at Pigeons Corner.  Potential traffic calming and speed control measures were discussed.  Councillors would like to extend the 40mph limit.  Councillors proposed the installation of a  ‘gated community’ entrance.  These will need to be added to the next road safety concerns submission in February and the Place Plan.
