Welcome, Announcements, Apologies and/or Absences - To receive apologies
The Chairman welcomed everyone to the Meeting declaring it open at 7:03pm.  Three members of the public attended the Meeting.  Cllrs Egerton and Palmer sent apologies which were duly accepted by the Council.  A member of the public addressed the Council in relation to a planning application for a manège, asking the Council to request that no lighting be permitted.

Ruth Essex from the Canal & River Trust attended the Meeting  and gave a report.  Not much progress of the plans has been achieved since September.  Some proposed changes to the wording of the entry in the Place Plan have been suggested. The Council was asked to consider the changes and give feedback.  She outlines some suggested schemes being considered such as paddle boarding and paddle and pizza evenings.  She is aiming to set up virtual tours for the yard for internet viewing.  Plans for the bridge are progressing with basic assessments being undertaken.  She is in the process of  devising a business plan and fundraising strategy.  Cllr Gargiulo asked if the virtual tour could be linked to a project for the School.  Cllr Baker suggested linking up with local historians.  The Council members indicated that they would consider contributing some Neighbourhood Fund money to a key piece of infrastructure such as the bridge project and would be keen to view plans as and when they become available.  The bridge will be designed by the blacksmith in association with other blacksmiths.  A distinctive design is planning referencing the local heritage and Thomas Telford.  Councillors thanked Ruth for attending.
